Forest School is an opportunity for your child to experience nature and the outdoor 

environment in a safe, secure and hands on way. Our ’forest’ is a designated area located at 

the bottom of our school field. We have a qualified instructor who will lead Forest School, along 

with Year 5 staff and the children will be taught in their class groups.   

The children are encouraged to investigate and explore but also to respect all living things.

Please note that Forest School will still take place if it is raining so a waterproof jacket 

and waterproof over trousers will be useful.  

Children should wear their school uniform and bring their Forest School clothes in a separate 

bag to change in to. They will then change back into their clean uniform after Forest School.
